Energetic May in Poznań
For a few years now, the second half of May has been set aside at the Poznań fair for events for representatives of the power engineering sector. From 18 to 20 May, 300 companies will showcase their innovative offers during the upcoming editions of EXPOPOWER International Power Industry Fair, GREENPOWER International Renewable Energy Fair and AUTOMA International Fair of Robotics, Automatics, Control and Measurement Equipment. The organisers are expecting over 10,000 visitors from Poland and abroad.
EXPOPOWER for the fourth time
This is already the fourth time professionals involved in power engineering and electrical engineering will meet in May in Poznań. In recent years, EXPOPOWER has become one of the most high-profile meetings of the power and electrical engineering sector in Poland. This event is held under the auspices of the Ministry of Economy and the Chair of Parliamentary Team on Energy.
The topics of EXPOPOWER held under the slogan of the „Future of power industry – power industry of the future” include power generation, transmission and distribution. Like last year, EXPOPOWER 2010 exhibitors will include leading manufacturers, distributors and service providers involved in power engineering and electrotechnology – a total of 200 companies from 11 countries: Belgium, Belarus, China, Czech Republic, France, Germany, Great Britain, Poland, Spain, South Korea and the USA. 

Green energy
Since last year, EXPOPOWER has been accompanied by a comprehensive presentation of the market offer for renewable energy sources. The second edition of GREENPOWER International Renewable Energy Fair will be as successful as its last year’s debut. Nearly 80 companies from Poland, China, Denmark, France and Germany have registered for the trade show. The exposition will cover wind power, solar energy, geothermal energy, solid and liquid biofuels, biogas and energy-efficient technologies. Exhibitors include primarily companies offering technologies and equipment for biogas and biomass production and power generation from these sources, as well as producers and distributors of solar collectors and heat pumps. 

Automatically better
May will also see the second edition of AUTOMA International Fair of Robotics, Automatics, Control and Measurement Equipment. It is a perfect venue to gain insight into the latest solutions in the field of industrial automatics. Exhibitors will showcase a whole range of new products and technologies that are being launched on the market. 

One of the main highlights of AUTOMA will be an official attempt to beat the world record. A multi-module mobile robot, up to a few dozen meters long, will be assembled on the second trade fair day. The attempt’s result will be entered to the Guinness World Records.
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
